NATIONAL MEDIP PHOTO COMPETITION 
RULES AND CONDITIONS(
1. Who can take part in the national MEDIP photo Competition?
1.1 All photographers and photographic journalists residing in Malta can take part in the national MEDIP photo Competition.

1.2 Participants are to be aged 18 (eighteen) years or older.

1.3 Staff members of SOS Malta are not eligible to participate in this Competition.

1.4 Photos taken during the MEDIP field visit organized to Uganda in March 2009 will not be eligible.

2. What to create? 
2.1 The theme of the photo Competition is ‘The Millennium Development Goals and Development Issues’.

2.2 Photos entered for the Competition should convey a message related to one of the eight Millennium Development Goals:



Goal 1 – Eradicate Extreme Poverty and Hunger



Goal 2 – Achieve Universal Primary Education



Goal 3 – Promote Gender Equality and Empower Women



Goal 4 – Reduce Child Mortality



Goal 5 – Improve Maternal Health



Goal 6 – Combat HIV/AIDS, Malaria and Other Diseases



Goal 7 – Ensure Environmental Sustainability



Goal 8 – Develop a Global Partnership for Development

3. How to take part?
3.1 Participants must send or deliver their work/s along with the Competition’s Entry Form (available in Annex II or on the SOS Malta website: www.sosmalta.org), no later than 1st September 2009. Works are to be sent by post or handed in at: the Malta Photographic Society, 137, Old Bakery Street, Valletta either on the 31st of August 2009 or the 1st of September 2009 between 16:30 hours and 19:30 hours. If the postal service is used, the date of receipt will apply and not the postmark. It is important that works are submitted in protected packaging and sent by registered post. SOS Malta accepts no responsibility for any losses, delays or errors that are not attributable to SOS Malta itself. 

3.4 Each participant may submit a maximum of 3 different photos. Each will be treated as a separate entry for the Competition.

3.5 Photos must be submitted in digital format:

i. The image/s being submitted as entries for the competition are to be presented on a CD.

ii. The image file format should be JPEG and the file resolution should be more than 1024 (horizontal) by 768 (vertical) pixels at 300dpi. Any images not conforming to this format will be rejected.

iii. Files should be saved at maximum .jpeg quality, colour space must be RBG and file size should not exceed 3 megabytes.

iv. Images should be named as in this example: family name_first name_ID Number_No. of photo entered. (all lower case). The number of the photo entered needs to correspond with the number indicated for the same photo within the Entry Form.

v. The widespread viewing format for the photographs entered for the Competition shall be compatible with the Windows operating system and the programs or viewing them shall be of a cost-free type.

vi. The CD is to be enclosed in a sleeve with the artist’s name on the sleeve in BLOCK LETTERS.

3.5  Photos chosen by the Judging Commission to be exhibited between the 15th and 17th October 2009, and possibly on subsequent dates, will be required to present a CD with a high resolution copy of the accepted photo (3000 pixels or more on the longest side) by no later than 15th September 2009.  If the CD is not presented by the said date, the photos will be eliminated.

4. Image Authenticity
4.1 The original image of submitted photos must have been taken by the person entering the Competition. They must have been made by the person entering the Competition on photographic emulsion or acquired with a digital camera.

4.2 All images submitted must be original.

4.3 Any modification of the original image must be made by the person entering the Competition

4.4 Submitted photos should not have previously received any awards or prizes, or have been submitted for any other Competition, and the participants shall ensure that each photo submitted abides by the terms and conditions herein, including but not limited to, the provisions on ownership and copyright in clause 8 hereunder.

4.5 By virtue of submitting an entry to the national MEDIP photo Competition, the artist/ photographer certifies the work as his/her own and acknowledges clause 7 in these Rules and Conditions.

5. Judging Commission
5.1 SOS Malta has appointed a Judging Commission of three experts charged with the appraisal of the works.

5.2 The decision deliberated by the Judging Commission shall be irrevocable and final.

6. Selection
6.1 The Judging Commission will judge the submitted works on the basis of the following criteria:

· Interpretation and portrayal of one of the Millennium Development Goals and the fight against poverty

· Interpretation of the European sentiment towards these issues

· Creativity and originality of expression

· Photocomposition: clarity of message

· Universal appeal of the image(s)

· Ability to catch the viewer’s attention

6.2 The prize for the winner of the national Competition will consist of two Air Malta return flight tickets to any European destination of his/her choice on the Air Malta scheduled route network. 
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6.3 The winner of the national Competition as well as the two runners-up will receive a trophy, while all participants will receive a certificate of participation.
6.4 The works ranked by the Judging Commission in the first three placings will automatically enter a transnational MEDIP photo Competition. The photographer with the winning image for the transnational Competition will be presented with a special award and 1000 EUR worth of photographic equipment.

6.5 The works selected by the Judging Commission will be presented to the public in an exhibition organized in Malta on the 15th, 16th, and 17th of October 2009. The exhibition will be open to members of the general public.

6.6 The winning photo as well as the first two runners-up of the national Competition will in turn be exhibited during similar events being organized in Cyprus, Slovenia, Hungary, Estonia and Romania, as well as at a joint exhibition planned for December 2009 in Brussels. A catalogue of the latter exhibition will also be published.
7. Responsibilities and Liability
7.1 SOS Malta shall take all possible care of the photographs entered for the Competition. However, it shall not assume responsibility for, or accept liability in regard to, the cancellation, postponement, or changes in the Competition for unforeseen reasons, not for any thefts, loss, delays and/or damage, however caused.

7.2 The participant shall take responsibility for providing the Judging Commission, SOS Malta, the European Commission or the organizers of similar national events as described in clause 6.5 above, with all the assistance necessary for viewing the work and its adaptation, if necessary, for presentation at events/exhibitions.

7.3 The participant shall guarantee the originality and authenticity of each photo submitted, and furthermore shall be personally liable and hold harmless SOS Malta for any claim, damage or other liability whatsoever caused by the fault or negligence of the participant, including any breach of copyright, ownership or other proprietary rights, data protection or privacy (including privacy rights related to persons featured in the submitted photos), caused by any photo submitted by such participant. 

7.4 Photos entered with respect to the Competition shall not promote any commercial or private interests. Furthermore, participants shall also ensure that no logos or similar trademarks or other intellectual property rights are visible without the consent of the owners thereof. Where logos or similar trademarks or other intellectual property rights are visible in photos entered with respect to the Competition, the Judging Commission may call upon participants to prove the consent of usage by the owners of such logos, trademarks or other intellectual property rights. 
8. Ownership and Copyright
8.1 While the participant shall retain ownership, the MEDIP project partners and the European Commission reserve the right to use submitted photos for the awareness-raising campaign and to reproduce all entries for promotional purposes.
8.2 SOS Malta undertakes not to sell the work or assign it to third parties without the participant’s permission.

8.3 All participants in the Competition must certify on the Entry Form their ownership of the photos entered (including ownership of all proprietary rights) and shall guarantee the originality and authenticity of each photo entered.

9. Post-Judging Rejections
9.1 In the event of any selected or prize-winning entry is later found to have violated any of the conditions listed in this document, SOS Malta reserve the right to take any action they deem fit, including the withdrawal of the prize/s awarded. In such an event, the winning position will be declared void.
10. Acceptance of the regulations 
10.1 Participation in the Competition implies full acceptance of these regulations.

11. Protection of Privacy
11.1 The participants’ personal data will be handled by SOS Malta, in compliance with the Data Protection Act (Chapter 440 of the Laws of Malta), Directive 95/46/EC of the European Parliament and any other applicable legislation or binding regulations implementing them or made in pursuance thereof.

11.2 The participants guarantee that in submitting any photo in respect of the Competition, they have not violated any rules or regulations of data protection in terms of the Data Protection Act (Chapter 440 of the Laws of Malta), Directive 95/46/EC of the European Parliament and any other applicable legislation or binding regulations implementing them or made in pursuance thereof.
